6. DISCUSSION ON FOUNDATION OF ACECC

There was lengthy discussion on this item and reference was made to the document contained in attachment ECM2 and the following documents were also circulated at the meeting:

· ECM B – Minutes of 1st Steering Committee Meeting – Asian Conference on Civil Engineering 7 May 1999 held at the headquarters of the Philippine Institute of Civil Engineers.

· Attachment ECM C – Minutes of ACECC First Executive Committee Meeting 28 September 1999 held at JSCE Headquarters in Tokyo, Japan.

It was clear from the discussion that there was a difference of opinion between member organisations about the date on which ACECC was formally established and also the member organisations involved in that formal establishment.

The discussions centred around the minutes of the meetings held on 7 May and 28 September 1999.  One point of view put forward was that ACECC was established by the three founding members ASCE, JSCE & PICE at the meeting on 7 May 1999.

A different point of view was put forward that ACECC was not formally established until the meeting on 28 September 1999 at which the five member organisations ASCE, JSCE, PICE, CICHE, KSCE were all signatories to the formation document contained in Attachment 5.1 of the minutes of that meeting.

The chairman noted that it would not be possible to reach agreement at today’s meeting and suggested that a Sub Committee be formed to report to the 17th ECM regarding the form of words that would properly reflect the history of ACECC and how that history may be incorporated into the constitution.

10. PLANNING COMMITTEE ACTIVITY REPORT

The chair of the planning committee Mr Brian O’Donnell reported there were two matters that were referred from the Planning Committee for a decision by the Executive Committee.
